THE GRAVENHURST GROWL 

The Gravenhurst Lions Club has 42 members.   District A-12 has 1214 members.   This means 
Gravenhurst has only 3.5% of the membership in the District.  However we represent much more 
than 3.5% of the District in many waysé.. 

¶ At the A12 Convention last weekend,  Gravenhurst had 18 Lions registered.  This represented 
11% of the attendance at the convention.   It was not only because we were promoting our con-
vention.  We had 17 registered at the A12 convention last year when we were just attending! 

¶ There are 29 Past District Governors in A12.   Gravenhurst has 4 of them.  The Club only has 
3.5% of the District membership, yet has 14% of the PDGs. 

¶ There are 28 Cabinet Chairs in the District.  If we use the 3.5% of the membership rule, 
Gravenhurst should have 1 Cabinet Chair.  We have 5!    

¶ There are 15 District Officers in A12.   This means, with 49 clubs in the District, Gravenhurst 
should put forth a District Officer once every 3 years or so.   I canôt recall a year since I came 
into the Club when we did not have one or two Lions serving on Cabinet as Zone Chair or Re-
gion Chair or a Cabinet Secretary-Treasurer, Vice Governor, Governor or IPDG.    Last year we 
had three on Cabinet (Lions Nancy, Kathy and Rob) and this year we have two - Lions Chris and 
Nancy. 

¶ Guess what club contributed the most to LCIF last year?    Right again - Gravenhurst! 

¶ Who seems to win most of the bulletin contests?   Yea - same answer - year after year. 

From what I see, the Gravenhurst Lions Club is the most active Club in the District and I, for one, am 
proud to be a member.
