Editorialé..  

ñCanôté.ò  ñWonôté.ò   ñDonôtéò 

Sometimes as Lions we may hear one of these responses when we ask someone to do a job.  We are aware that volun-

teers are fragile, and must be handled with kid gloves ï so how does a Committee Chair or Lion Leader handle a situa-

tion when they receive this response? 

Take some time and think about what you heard.  Analyze the response, and deal with the situation accordingly. 

 

ñI CANôT DO THATò statement typically comes from someone who is telling you they donôt know how to do the job 

and are embarrassed to admit it.  It may be they feel they donôt have the time available to learn how to do the job and 

then perform it.  Maybe they lack the self confidence to be able to take the job on.  Maybe they did a similar job in the 

past and another Lion made some negative comments about their performance. 

The solution here is to question more ï probe ï and find out the real reason the person is saying ñnoò.  They may be 

more than willing to do the job if you tell them there is someone who is willing to be their mentor and guide them 

through the proper steps or there is a detailed procedure on how to do the job. 

 

ñI WONôT DO THATò reply should make you, the Lion leader question the assignment.  Is it an immoral, illegal, or 

unethical request that you have made?   Perhaps the Lion does not believe that particular charity should be supported.  

Apparently the volunteer knows how to do the job, but there is perhaps a valid reason why they are saying ñnoò.  The 

solution here again is to probe with more questions and find out the real reason. 

 

ñI DONôT WANT TO DO ITò is a difficult one for a Lion leader to handle.  If it is a paid employment workplace, the 

solution is much easier ï because their job may be on the line if they do not want to do what they are asked (assuming 

they know how and it is not illegal, etc.).   However, as mentioned above, volunteers are fragile, and although you feel 

the volunteer may be acting childish, you cannot ñtellò them they must do it!   Again, probe with more questions; try to 

find out the WHY.   There may be any one of a dozen valid reasons why you got that response.  Perhaps that particular 

individual has been over-worked and under-recognized?   Perhaps that Lion has personal problems (home, health, finan-

cial, etc) that they do not wish to discuss, yet are affecting their decision.  Perhaps that person wants to do something else 

that interests them more. 

 

All too often I have seen Lion leaders either get angry or tell someone that they are not a very good Lion when that per-

son refuses to take on a position or take on a job. Always take the time to ask more questions, give that fragile volunteer 

an opportunity to really tell you the underlying reason for the response you get.
