¶ Use the LCI Mentoring Program that our Club has 

adopted. 
¶ Make certain deserving Lions receive awards with due 

ceremony and recognition. 
¶ Be aware of and investigate signs that may indicate a 

member is close to dropping out of the club. 
¶ Do not try to hold a member who wishes to leave for a 

valid reason.  But be sure you are not losing that mem-
ber through the clubs fault.  The membership committee 
should conduct an exit interview if at all possible and 
report back to the Board of Directors.
